From 7 billion today, the world's population is expected to
rise to 9 billion by 2050. As a result, energy demand is likely to increase by two-thirds in the first half of
this century while energy becomes a scarcer resource.

We can be certain of one thing: there is no “silver bullet”. The world will need all available forms of
energy to meet its future energy demands. And solving the challenge will require action by all the
players: government, energy providers, industry and the right platform to brainstorm these solutions.

Now in its fourth year, the Singapore International Energy Week (SIEW) has established itself as the
premier platform that brings together leading energy professionals together to debate and discuss the
future of energy.
